[Abstract]

Sustainability of the Environment as One Social
Value Element

This article focuses on how we deal with the ‘environment’ in perspective
of ‘creating social value (CSV)’ and/or ‘social value’, despite it had been
mainly discussed as ‘corporate social responsibility (CSR)’ or ‘social
enterprise’ so far. The concept of ‘social value’ is emerging as a new
paradigm to overcome the limitations of corporate social responsibility
(CSR) or social enterprise for solving these social problems. This
terminology has been recently highlighted as a measure to overcome
limitations of Capitalism what even allows environmental pollution or
environmental destruction only if it can be converted into money. This
article analyzes ‘social value’ different from CSR or social enterprises based
on the three respects. First, unlike the approach of CSR, which donates or
returns part of the company’s surplus, social value leads to creating another
value by more aggressively solving social, especially environmental,
problems. Second, while we assume it impossible to expect automatic
resolving of environmental problems by social enterprises, social value
discourse can generate a new dimension of resolving environmental
problems through pursuing it in the public sector by law. Third, we can
expect stronger effects where diagnosis and solutions are required from the
long-term and macroscopic point of view, such as establishment of
environmental policy, bio-diversity of life, climate change, resource
depletion, etc. The author, however, stresses the necessity to develop
reasonable evaluation criteria and methodology to measure and quantify
various social value elements. In particular, in relation to environmental
sustainability, it is prerequisite to demonstrate how the non-compliance of
environmental regulation or sanctions will be incorporated in the current

environmental law system.
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
